Pre K Classes This Fall 
 

     We will again offer our Pre K classes in both 

a 2-day per week and a 4-day per week 

program.  Children must be at least four years 

old by August 1st.  It is typical for children who 

have birthdays close to the cut-off date, to 

attend a second year of Pre K to give them 

an advantage in Kindergarten. 

     CPS is one of the few schools in this area to 

provide TWO adults per class for this age 

group.  With a class limit of 16, that makes our 

ratio 1:8 or better.  We also provide 

additional teachers for Music, Library and 

Spanish classes.   

     Our Pre K teachers are intentional about 

providing enriching experiences that help 

prepare four and five year old children for 

Kindergarten.  They include activities related 

to reading readiness, pre-math skills, fine 

motor development, and social/classroom 

interaction.  Parents choose what class 

setting they feel best meets the needs of the 

child and their family. 

     Tuition is $110 per month for the 4-day 

program and $60 per month for the two day.     

We determine how many classes we are able 

to offer based on the enrollment in late June.

 Here are some ideas for using time in 

the car as an opportunity for teaching our 

children.  Rather than 

using driving time to 

catch up on your cell 

phone calls, connect 

with your child in an 

enjoyable learning 

experience. 

1. Talk with your 

child about where you are going and 

what you will do when you get there. 

2. Before you set out, decide what color 

vehicles you will look for, or what color 

houses, or what types of animals. Keep a 

count as you go. 

3. Count the cars in the train as it goes by.  

Talk about the difference between a 

freight train and a passenger train. 

4. Talk about the buildings you see and what 

the  people do who work there. 

5. Name the parts of the car and what they 

do.
